As we begin our Lenten Journey instead of quiet time I find myself riveted watching the
Winter Olympics from Vancouver Canada! You may recall that in my invitation to prepare our
hearts for a holy Lent I suggested each of us take time to be alone with God (myself included!)—to
spend quiet time reflecting upon scripture and listening for the voice of God. The hope is to create
a discipline of prayer which would encourage our lives to become spiritually transformed. And
while it is my intent to begin each day in such quiet meditation and end each day pausing from the
activities of a busy—I find myself drawn in by the excitement of athletes “giving their all” to reach
world record-breaking goals!!

It astonishes me to witness people who push their bodies to overcome injury and exhaustion
racing down icy alpine ski runs at 70-80 miles an hour to reach for “gold”. My heart races with
adrenaline as skier after skier zooms to the goal-line—and I cry out in fear for those who “crash
and burn” before they get there. Equally, my heart is deeply moved to see a young Canadian
woman figure skater hold back tears of grief for her mother who passed away unexpectedly right
there in Olympic Village days before her daughter’s dream becomes reality. How does she skate a
flawless routine in honor of the mother who spent her life helping her daughter prepare for that
moment? Where do these athletes get such stamina? Such focus? Such grace? Is it purely the
fruit of a disciplined life completely dedicated to

I wonder—what would our spiritual lives
be like if we were to “give our all” to a disciplined
life focused on growing spiritually? Who would
we seek to be our “life coach” teaching us how to
warm up each day? Which team would we join
to give us that sense of belonging which encour-
ages us to keep going when things get tough?
For whom would we be “racing”?

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Is “Stewardship Ministry” Outside Your Comfort
Zone?

It is way outside of mine. I like that phrase — “Comfort Zone”. I've been very happy
there, doing stuff mostly in the background, staying under the radar, trying not to be noticed,
squirming under the weight of any kind of title. Most people don’t even know there’s a Clerk
to the Bishop’s Committee anyway. The first time I held that title, I didn’t know it for months.
Father Martin had merely asked if I would take the minutes of the Bishop’s Committee Meet-
ings. Nobody told me the job came with a title! Well, that title is Anita’s now — God Bless
You, Anital

A few weeks ago, God decided to blast me right out of my Comfort Zone. I was asked to
consider being Bishop’s Warden (now there’s one heck of a title!). Of course, I said I'd con-
sider it, pray about it. I knew absolutely that leadership is not one of my spiritual gifts and
God would give me the thumbs down. Instead, he sent me people who seemed to think it was
okay; even my husband, whom I had relied on to be brutally honest and tell me to pass on
this one, thought it was a good idea. Well, what did they know? Then I found myself think-
ing about the future as if it was already a fact that I was going to accept. Next, my friend,
Valerie, who can be relied on to get me involved in things I wouldn’t do by myself, invited me
to join her in a Bible Study at Twin Lakes Church. I said okay, before I knew what it was
about — “Becoming a Woman of Influence”. Mmmm? The next thing I find is that the Diocese
has had a team of people preparing for the last two or three years to provide me with training
at just the right time! So maybe they didn’t particularly have me in mind, but the Diocesan
Center for Spiritual Leadership certainly has good timing! Einstein said “Coincidence is God’s
way of remaining anonymous”. I attended the first quarterly workshop for lay leadership de-
velopment last Saturday and it was a really great experience. I heartily encourage all of you
who are in any way involved in any of our congregation’s ministries to consider joining me at
the next workshop in May. You can find out more about it on the Diocesan website, or talk to
me. Anyway, I decided that if God was prepared to get all these people motivated to equip me
for the task, the least I could do was accept His invitation. So, now I'm your Bishop’s Warden
(never in my wildest dreams ... I wonder if the Bishop has approved it) and I'm asking for your
prayers that I might receive the gifts of leadership, discernment and wisdom, in order to fulfill
the purposes God has in mind.

Well, back to the idea of “Stewardship Ministry”: Apparently God is not done with kick-

ing me out of that Comfort Zone. He had the effrontery to put it on my heart to attend a

workshop next month about “disciple-based stewardship”, based on the book “Ask, Thank,

Tell” by Charles R. Lane. At the beginning of the book, Lane suggests that the goal of stew-

ardship ministry should be “to help God’s people grow in their relationship with Jesus

through the use of the time, talents and finances God has entrusted to them” rather

than “to raise enough money to pay the bills next year”. I'm praying that God will put it on a

few more hearts to explore this possibility with me. If yours is one of them, I invite you to
come with me on Saturday, March 13, to find out how we might attain this goal.
